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HFALTH CHECKLIST FOR RIPARIAN AREAS'

1. Is the stream channel narrow and deep?
2. Does the stream overflow its banks almost every year?
3. Are streambanks anchored securely by deep and fibrous roots?

4. Is the stream able to move its sediment load during annual flooding?
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Are new silt or gravel bars present but rare?

6. Are eroding or sloughing streambanks rare?

7. Is the stream channel width stable or narrowing?

8. Are streambanks well-vegetated with grasses, sedges and/or shrubs?

9. Are noxious weeds rare or absent?

10. Is bare ground rare or absent?

11. Are shrubs and trees (if present) of mixed ages?

12. Do shrubs (if present) have many stems with last year’s wood growth remaining?
13. Are most grasses at least 3 inches high at the end of the growing season?

14. Are water-loving plants vigorous?
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15. Is there a variety of water-loving plant species present?
